Guidelines for the

Higher Education Gift Matching Program

Purpose:
To encourage support of higher education by matching gifts of cash or securities or property to eligible institutions or funds of these institutions by employees and retirees, or their spouses, and by non-employee directors.

Eligibility:
Contributor must be a full-time employee, a retired employee, or the spouse of either category of such eligible employee of Hershey Foods Corporation or its designated divisions or subsidiaries, or a non-employee director of Hershey Foods Corporation.


Recipient must be any college, university, junior college, or graduate or professional school in the United States, Canada, Mexico or Puerto Rico which is accredited by appropriate regional or professional accrediting bodies and gifts to which are deductible under income tax laws of the appropriate tax jurisdiction.

Provisions:
Hershey Foods Corporation will match with one dollar for each dollar of contributor’s gifts of $25 USD or more to a maximum of $5,000 USD in total contributor’s gifts per calendar year.


Gifts may be made to any number of colleges or universities, but the minimum of $25 USD shall apply to each gift. The $5,000 USD contributor’s gifts maximum shall apply whether contributor’s gifts are made to one or more institutions and shall apply to the combination of the eligible employee’s and spouse’s total amount of gifts for the calendar year.


Gifts must be paid and not merely pledged and must be bonafide gifts and not payments for tuition or fees or gifts in lieu thereof.
